1.     VIOLATIONS OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT 
ON THE GOLF COURSE INCLUDE: 
ABUSIVE LANGUAGE, CLUB THROWING, 
CHEATING, DISRESPECT OF VOLUNTEERS OR 
OFFICIALS, ABUSE OF COURSE, NOT           
ADHERING TO THE DRESS CODE DURING 
TOURNAMENT PLAY AND LEAVING THE COURSE 
DURING YOUR COMPETITIVE ROUND WITHOUT 
THE PERMISSION OF A CLUB OFFICIAL. 

2. ACTIONS WHICH WILL BE CONSIDERED 
VIOLATIONS OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT OFF 
THE GOLF COURSE INCLUDE: 
ANY USE OR ASSOCIATION WITH DRUGS OR 
ALCOHOL, ANY VANDALISM AT A HOST HOTEL 
OR MOTEL OR ANY ABUSIVE BEHAVIOUR TO A 
HOST FAMILY OR THEIR PROPERTY OR ANY 
OTHER CONDUCT NOT BECOMING OF A JUNIOR 
GOLFER. 

3. THE PENALTIES FOR CODE OF CONDUCT 
VIOLATIONS, BASED ON THE SEVERITY OF 
MISCONDUCT, MAY BE THE FOLLOWING: 
DISQUALIFY OR SUSPEND THE PLAYER FROM 
THE COMPETITION AND OR FOLLOWING 
DAY/DAYS PLAY, SUSPENSION FROM HOME

CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION 
 

1. BARGARA JUNIOR CLASSIC: The 2012 Bargara Junior Classic will be played in two categories 
(Boys and Girls) over 54 holes of stroke play at Bargara Golf Club (BGC) – 18 holes Tuesday 3rd 
July, 18 holes Wednesday 4th July and 18 holes Thursday 5th July.   

2. CHAMPIONSHIP COMMITTEE: A Championship Committee, appointed by Bargara Golf Club, 
shall have sole management and control of the event.  The Championship Committee reserves the 
right to: (a) fix and/or alter starting times, (b) in the event of bad weather, or for any other reason, 
either shorten the contest or fix another date/venue, (c) vary any condition should they deem it 
advisable. 

3. ENTRIES:  
 3.1  The Bargara Junior Classic is open to all junior male and female amateur golfers with an 

Australian Handicap who are members of a Club affiliated, through their District Golf Association 
with Golf Queensland, or with other State Golf Associations.  A junior is a golfer who has not and 
will not attain the age of 18 years on or before 3rd July 2012.  

 3.2  The field will be limited to 200 players – the allotment of the field over the three categories 
(Nippers, Boys, Girls) will be at the discretion of the Championship Committee. 

 3.3  Entries must be received by Bargara Golf Club, PO Box 8039, Bargara  QLD 4670 at 5:00pm 
on Wednesday 20th June, 2012.  Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Committee. 

 3.4  The prescribed Nomination Fee of $50.00  must accompany the nomination form at the time of 
nomination.  Faxed entries will only be accepted where the nomination fee is paid by credit card 
and faxed to (07) 4159 2238.  Telephone entries will not be accepted.  

3.8  Once the draw is completed there will be no refund of entry fees for players who withdraw from 
the event. Players who withdraw prior to the draw being published will be refunded their entry fee.  

3.9  The Code of Conduct for this event must be signed by both the player and the parent/guardian. 

4. DRESS REGULATIONS:  Players and Caddies must comply with the dress regulations of the 
Bargara Golf Club.   

5.  PRACTICE:  Practice rounds at Bargara Golf Club can be arranged by contacting the Pro-Shop on 
(07) 4159 2257. Availability is at the discretion of the club. A special rate has been arranged for 
registered players. 

7. USE OF MOTORISED VEHICLES:  Players may not ride on any form of transportation during a 
stipulated round unless authorised by the Committee.  PENALTY FOR BREACH OF 
CONDITION:  Two strokes at each hole at which a breach of this condition occurred; maximum 
penalty per round – four strokes.   

11. MOBILE PHONES:  The use of mobile phones by players and/or caddies during the play of any 
competition round is prohibited.  Serious breaches of etiquette may result in disqualification. 

12. PACE OF PLAY: Rule 6-7 will be strictly enforced.   

13. SMOKING AND ALCOHOL:  Smoking and/or the consumption of alcohol by competitors is not 
permitted. 

14. TIES: In the event of a tie or ties for The Bargara Junior Classic, unless The Championship 
Committee otherwise determines, play shall continue over such holes as The Championship 
Committee shall decide, players being eliminated hole by hole as they fail to maintain equality 
with other or others until the winner is determined.  All other trophies will be decided by the 
Australian Countback System. 

15. DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICES: In this competition, a player may obtain distance 
information by using a device that measures distance only. PROTESTS:  Protests must be lodged 
in writing with The Championship Committee no later than 5 minutes after the conclusion of the 
player's round on each day.
