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FAQs

Q1- Is it permissible for two fellow-competitors itrake play to
agree to leave the ball of one of the players tieahole to assist the
other player in playing his ball just off the patigreen?

Answer - Na If the fellow-competitors agree not to lift alllthat
might assist another player, they are disqualiRete 22-1.

Q2 - Under Rule 22, a player may only lift his bélhe feels it will
assist another player (Rule 22-1) or if anotheygridnas asked the
ball to be lifted (Rule 22-2). What is the ruliiig player lifts his
ball in play on the fairway because he feels it intlerfere with an-
other player?

Answer - The player was not authorised to lift his balthis situa-
tion. Therefore, he incursamne stroke penaltyunder Rule 18-2a and
must replace the ball.

(See Note to Rule 22). If the ball had been lyinghe putting green
then the player was entitled to lift his ball unéede 16-1b.

Q3 - What is the procedure when one ball lies clossnbther in a
bunker?

Answer - When two balls lie very close together in a em&nd one
ball is interfering with the play of the other, thiayer whose turn it is
to play first can have the other ball lifted (R@®). The position of
the ballmust be marked before being lifted andritst not be
cleaned.

If the lie of the ball that has been lifted is ettt by the play of the
other ball, the player is required to recreateohiginal lie and
replace the ball The original lie may be recreated using hands, a
rake, club, or whatever. In stroke play, a plagguired to lift his

ball under this Rule, may play first rather thdhthe ball, to save
time — see Decision 20-3b/1.
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
